SUPERINTENDENT NOTES by Jack D. Moles 

As I write this August newsletter it is only the 
middle of July.  However, my personal life and 
professional responsibilities signal a quick end

for our annual baseball trip, then I head to Kear-
ney the first week of August for Administrator 
Days.  When I return on August 5, summer will 
be effectively over for me. 
 
We do add one new member to our staff this 
year.  Emily Fricke will take on a Middle School 
Music/aide position.  She is replacing Cinda 
Goodrich, who is retiring.  While we are excited 
to have Mrs. Fricke join our staff, we are very 
sorry to lose Mrs. Goodrich.  Two other long 
time staff members who have left us are Janene 
Bartels and Bev Wiebke. The loss of all three of 
these ladies will be felt as they all served to 
make us a better school.  One other change is 
that Alison Hector, who served as an aide for us

process of considering candidates to fill up to 
three aide positions that have been created due 
to staff shifts and departures. 
 
The two major changes taking place this year 
are the combining of elementary grade levels at 
the same locations (K-3 in Tecumseh, and 4-5 in 
Cook) and beginning of our new reading series, 
Reading Street.  I am very excited about both of 
these moves as I believe they will enable us to 
grow academically as a school.   
 
PREPARING FOR THE COMING YEAR 
 
As students enter grades 6-12 this fall, I would 
like to make some recommendations for their 
parents to enable them to get the most out of 
their secondary education.  It is my belief that 
these would all be of help to kids.  Included are 
the following: 
 
Make sure that time is set aside for homework 

at a somewhat regular time 
each night.  Being involved in 
activities sometimes makes this 
difficult, but having the organ-
izational skills to make time available will be a 
lifelong skill that is developed.  This is a skill that 
will especially be helpful in college.

know who some of the teachers are.  We are 
still a small school and teachers do a good job 
of making themselves available to kids and 
parents.  It is also a staff that tends to enjoy 
visiting with parents.   
 
Encourage your child to read.  Novels, maga-
zines, newspapersτall help to improve stu-
ŘŜƴǘǎΩ ǊŜŀŘƛƴƎ ǎƪƛƭƭǎΦ  wŜŀŘƛƴƎ ǎƪƛƭƭǎ ŀǊŜ ƻƴŜ ƻŦ 
the most important indicators of success in 
high school and college.  A common theme we 
hear is how much time students spend with 
video games.  Help to move your child(ren) off 
of the video games for even a small portion of 
time each day by encouraging reading. 
 

Encourage your child to really prepare for col-
lege entrance examinations.  Good scores on 
the ACT can mean thousands of dollars in 
scholarships for students.  Our school sees 
enough importance in students scoring well on 
the ACT that we make the Baylor Test Prep 
class available for our 9-12 graders.  This is a 
class that we will hopefully continue to provide 
for our students.  Many of our students have 
had nice scores over the past few years and I 
am sure that the Baylor Test Prep class had a 
large role in this.  The other aspect in properly 
preparing is to look at taking the ACT more 
than once.  Taking the ACT as a freshman or 
sophomore is not out of the question.  My wife 
and I have had each of our children take the 
ACT as freshmen.  A bigger indicator of success

success on the ACT than either of these, though, is how 
strenuous of a schedule a student takes.  Students that 
challenge themselves with a difficult class schedule tend 
to score higher than students who do not challenge 
themselves.  Frequently we see students who do not 
want to challenge themselves in order to protect their 
grade point average and class rank.  Much more scholar-
ship money goes to students based on ACT scores than 
either class rank or GPA. 
 

Encourage your child to take on leadership opportunities.  
FFA and FBLA especially offer a number of such opportu-
nities, but so do activities such as Student Council, athlet-
ics, and music.  Leadership qualities are especially impor-
tant to colleges and potential future employers. 
 

Have your child become involved in music.  Studies show 
that people who are involved with music tend to perform 
better academically, especially in the area of math.  We 
have strong instrumental and vocal programs that we 
want to continue to build.  If cost is a concern for band 
please visit with the teachers about using school owned 
instruments.  The Board of Education saw such impor-
tance in this that they chose to fill the position vacated by 
Cinda Goodrich, albeit on a reduced time basis.  The

filled the position to save money.  They are to be com-
mended for buying into the importance of a strong music 
program.  Coupled with music, I believe it is important for 
students to be involved in the other arts as well, whether 
it be in an art class, or in speech or drama.  The arts tend 
to help to define us as human beings.   
 

Encourage your child to go out for at least one sport.  Our 
students tend to get a great mental workout each day.  A 
well-rounded individual needs to also have a physical 
workout.  This can also serve as a great outlet for stress.  
It has been well documented that American teens are 
increasingly becoming more out of shape.  Also, for John-
son County Central to be able to compete we need better 
participation.  My wife and I have steered our own chil-
dren toward athletics and know that we have not been 
sorry for doing so.

attempt to make life miserable for a short while, but they 
will come around, especially when they want something 
from you like money or car keys.  I would especially ex-
pect you to take this stand when it comes to illegal things 
for your child:  alcohol, drugs, and tobacco for example.  
We, as adults, can make no valid justification for our kids 
to partake in these things. 
 

Be very careful in allowing your child to quit an activity or 
a class.  My belief is that once a student makes a commit-
ment to something they should see it through.  Although 
there is sometimes an absolute necessity to quit, most of 
the time quitting is simply a matter of convenience or not 
wanting to put in an effort.  I do not believe students 
learn much of a positive nature by quitting.  In fact, it may

getting into the routine of going to school again.  As al-
ways, I am looking forward to the start of another school 
year and watching our students grow and develop into 
outstanding young men and women. 
    
This year we welcome Mrs. Emily Fricke to our staff at the 
Middle School.  Mrs. Fricke will be teaching Middle School 
Chorus and working as a paraprofessional for part of the 
day.   The Middle School Walk-Through will be held 
Wednesday, August 17th beginning at 6:00.  The walk-
through gives students an opportunity to walk through 
their class schedule, find their classrooms, meet with their 
teachers, and alleviate some of the anxiety that students 
may feel on the first day of school.  The walk-through will 
also allow parents to hear the expectations the teachers 
have of their students and what will be required of their 
children.  There will also be an open house for the 4th and 
5th grades.  This will allow any student who is not familiar 
with the Cook site to find his/her classroom, walk the halls, 
find the restrooms and ask any questions they may have 
about the upcoming school year. 
 
Once the walk-through is finished local EMTs will be con-
ducting a screening test to establish a baseline for diagnos-
ing concussions.  In the event of a head injury, this screen-
ing will allow medical personnel to more effectively evalu-
ate the severity of the injury.  All 7th & 8th graders who plan 
on participating in any sport must go through this screen-
ing before they are allowed to participate.  We hope to see 
every middle school student here on the night of the 17th.  
Please call the school if you have any questions. 
 
After the walk-through has concluded, Sixth graders will 
have an opportunity to purchase school supplies that have 
been suggested by their teachers.  7th & 8th graders will be 
responsible for purchasing their school supplies on their 
own.  The following items are recommended for all stu-
dents in the Middle School: one 3-ring binder per academic 
class, loose leaf notebook paper, black or blue pens, 3 spi-

and a protractor.  Individual teachers may have other sug-
gestions which will specifically pertain to their particular 
class.  As parents begin shopping for school supplies re-
member to purchase items that will help your student stay 
organized.  One of the leading causes of academic prob-
lems for middle school students is lack of organizational 
skills.  Anything that could be purchased to help your child 
stay organized may help them be more successful in 
school.  Also, as you shop for clothes, keep in mind the  

school dress code.  Some clothing that students wear dur-
ing the summer may not be acceptable for the school set-
ting.  Students should not wear clothing that shows an in-
appropriate amount of bare skin or underwear or causes a 
distraction to teachers or other students. 
 
I hope everybody is looking forward to the start of another 
school year.  The middle school should provide an opportu-
nity for students to make friends and memories. I encour-
age all students to start the school year with an open mind 
toward their classes and to take advantage of the opportu-
nity to try as many activities as possible.  This is the best 
way for students to learn about themselves and their capa-
bilities.  I hope our staff, students, and parents all start the 
school year hoping to have a successful and productive 
year. 
 
 

BACK TO SCHOOL PHYSICALS 
 

1. ALL Kindergarten students (entering school for 
 the first time) are required to receive a physical/
 vision screening, and immunization screening 
 from a healthcare provider. 
 
2. ALL 7th grade students are required to receive a 
 school physical with immunizations reviewed  
 for booster shots if needed. 
 
3. ALL students transferring from out-of-state re
 quire a school physical/vision screening and 
 immunization screening. 
 
4. ALL students, grades 7-12, that plan to partici
 pate in athletics will need a sports physical.  
 
NSAA physical forms are available at the Tecumseh 
and Cook sites.  Please bring completed physical

NEWS FROM PRINCIPAL RICH BACON 
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Welcome back!  With our new air-conditioning units qui-
etly blasting out cool air, the elementary building will be a 
welcome repose for our young students trying to escape 
the heat and humidity of the Nebraska summer.  Our sum-
mer crew worked hard and spent many hours cleaning, 
moving entire classrooms and hauling old school equip-
ment down to the Johnson County Fairgrounds for the auc-
tion. 
 
This school year marks our first as having all grade levels 
combined at one site.  I am anxious to work more closely, 
and on a daily basis, with all of our elementary staff and 
students.  This will be a year of learning and growth, not 
only for our students, but for our staff and parents as well. 
In addition to our heating and cooling units, we have had 
many other changes to our elementary site.  We have 
moved the pre-school class up to the main floor, we have 
brought in an entirely new Reading and Language Arts se-
ries, all elementary teachers have received Promethean 
Smart Boards for use with their curriculum, we are imple-
menting a new assessment school-wide called MAP 
(Measures of Academic Progress) to replace the ITBS (Iowa 
Test of Basic Skills). 
 
This year, Mrs. Gail Hutt is heading up our new reading 
program, Reading Street, as our Reading Teacher.  This has 
been a great task for her and she has taken on the role in 
exemplary fashion.  She has been working closely with the 
elementary staff to ensure they have the materials they 
need and that the reading program is implemented to its 
full potential.  She will be teaching part of the Reading pro-
gram to all elementary grade levels.  Mrs. Gail Hutt will also 
be teaching some advanced Reading classes as the school 
year progresses. 
 
Mrs. Sally Hutt has taken on the role of Curriculum and 
Assessment Coordinator.  Although not in a self-contained 
classroom, she will still work with our students teaching 
part of the Reading curriculum.  Her work as Curriculum 
and Assessment Coordinator will impact our entire school 
district.  As always, Mrs. Sally Hutt has taken on this role 
with fervor and dignity.  She is very wise and thoughtful in 
how she approaches each issue in this work, and this, in 
turn, will benefit each and every one of our students. 
Both Mrs. Gail Hutt and Mrs. Sally Hutt have put in many 
hours this summer working on Reading, Curriculum and 
Assessment.  The two work together, helping each other, 
and helping me with the many changes in our district.  
When these two educators are together, they make for a 
very powerful leadership team whom I look up to, and lis-
ten intently to their advice, ideas and suggestions. 
 

Some other changes are Mrs. Tanya Crotty will be teaching 
5th grade at the Cook site.  Mrs. Ashley Juilfs went from 
teaching in the classroom to our new Horizons classroom 
located at the Tecumseh site.  Mrs. Mary Teten has come 
to work as the administrative assistant at the Tecumseh 
site elementary and Mrs. Kerri Miller has taken on the role 
as Information Coordinator.  Mrs. Miller will be in charge of 
the school website, school calendar, student information, 
and Alert Now among other things. 
 
I welcome all parents, students and constituents to visit 

the elementary school in Tecumseh during our Open 

House on Thursday, August 18, 2011 from 4:30 p.m. until 

6:00 p.m.  The 4th and 5th grade open house will be on 

Wednesday, August 17 in conjunction with the Middle 

School.  I know this is a busy time with multiple county 

fairs, however this will give parents and students an oppor-

tunity to see the school, look around, meet the teachers 

and familiarize themselves with the site and people.

Only a few short weeks before school begins! I hope every-
one has had a terrific summer and is ready for an exciting 
2011-2012 school year. This year promises to be another 
one filled with great educational opportunities for our stu-
dents at Johnson County Central! I am looking forward to 
working with a great class of seniors and welcoming new 
students and freshmen to JCC. I anticipate some great lead-
ership and academics from all JCC students. 
 
Student Registration and Schedules: Students may visit 
with me about their class schedule all day Monday, August 
15, as outlined in Mr. Lester's letter mailed to high school 
students. I will also be in my office Tuesday, August 16. 
Please call to schedule a time to register or change classes 
if you cannot come on August 15. Students also have the 
first week to make class schedule changes for first semes-
ter.      
 
Students and School Success: As a school counselor, one of 
my favorite activities is working with students to help them 
be successful in school. I may listen when students need to 
talk with an adult at school, help work on study skills or 
ways to approach a problem, help students select classes 
that will prepare them for their planned future or supply 
research sources for them to make better decisions. 
 
Parents also teach basic skills and help children be ready to 
learn. Following are 5 simple ideas for parents to use to 
help students be more responsible and prepared for the 
rest of his/her life. 
1.  Give your teen as much responsibility as you can. While 
teens still definitely need parents to guide them, they also 
need lots of practice making decisions. Whenever you can, 
give your teen a chance to make a decision for him/herself. 
2. Help your teen think about the consequences of his/her 
decision or lack of decision. Teens tend to jump in without 
thinking. Encourage your teen to think about the results of 
an action before taking it. 
3. Make a plan. At the beginning of the school, help your 
student figure out a schedule. Consider the best time to 
study, and the amount of time to participate in sports or 
other extracurricular activities. Can he/she participate in 
the school activities that are important, devote time to 
studies and still hold a job? 
4. Let your teen learn from experience. Experience is a

him deal with the teacher and suffer the consequences. 

Having a plan and using good decision making should help 
your teen develop responsible work habits. 
5. Most important of all, enjoy your teen. Take a few min-
utes every day to let them know how special they are to 
you and enjoy helping them learn. Take the time to listen 
to them and get to know how terrific they truly are. 
 
Think 10! 
 
Teens should spend at least 10 hours a week on home-
work. Most experts say 2 hours per school night is about 
the right amount of homework for high school students.

6. Who should I include as members of my household?  
You must include all people living in your household, related or not (such as grandparents, other relatives 
or friends) who share income and expenses. You must include yourself and all children living with you. If 
you live with other people who are economically independent (for example, people who you do not 
support, who do not share income with you or your children and who pay a pro-rated share of expenses), 
do not include them.  

7. What if my income is not always the same?  
List the amount that you normally receive. For example, if you normally make $1000 each month, but 
you missed some work last month and only made $900, put down that you make $1000 per month.  If 
you normally get overtime, include it, but do not it if you only work overtime sometimes. If you have lost 
a job or had your hours or wages reduced, use your current income.  

8. We are in the military. Do we include our housing allowance as income?  
If you get an off-base housing allowance, it must be included as income. However, if your housing is part 
of the Military Housing Privatization Initiative, do not include your housing allowance as income.  

9. My spouse is deployed to a combat zone. Is his combat pay counted as income?
