
SUPERINTENDENT NOTES by Jack D. Moles 
As I head off to Administrator Days in Kearney in a couple of weeks, I know that summer is over 

for me.  I also know, however, that I will come back revitalized and ready for the beginning of 

another school year.  I am looking forward to a highly successful and rewarding year. 
 

We add some new faces to our staff this year.  Tania Durre will teach high school English and 

Speech.  Greg Morris will teach middle school Industrial Technology and Computers.  Ashley 

Juilfs will be an elementary teacher at the Tecumseh site.  Maureen Remington will serve as a 

Nurse/Teachers Aide at the Cook site.  I would like to welcome each of these quality individuals 

to our staff and look forward to working with each of them. 
 

The staff is working through the fine details on a few issues that I would like to share with you. 
 

PAYSCHOOLSðPaySchools is a service that we will utilize this year that will help parents and 

patrons make payments in an easier manner.  Someone wanting to pay a bill will be able to make 

the payment online by using a debit or credit card.  This may especially be helpful to parents in 

paying lunch bills.  Access to this service will be obtained through the schoolôs website.  Details 

on this service are still being worked out, but we will work to keep you informed. 
 

ACTIVITY CARDS ðThe Board of Education has authorized the requirement of students who 

take part in any school activities to purchase an activity card.  The activity card has a couple of 

purposes.  First, it will help to supplement the student activity fund. This is a fund that is almost 

always subsidized by the General Fund. Second, the activity card will allow admittance to all 

school activities, with the exception of conference or state activities held in our school.  The cost 

of a card will be $25 for a high school student and $15 for all other students.  No family would be 

required to purchase more than two cards.  Students who qualify for free or reduced lunches may 

receive the card for free upon written request to the school.  The exact details of the activity cards 

will be worked out prior to the start of the school year. 
 

ADMISSIONS PRICESðAt the July Board of Education meeting, the Board voted to raise ad-

missions prices to athletic contests.  For varsity games adults will be charged $5.00 and students 

will be charged $4.00.  This is a raise from $4.00 and $3.00.  In JV and junior high contests, adults 

will be charged $3.00 and students $2.00.  This is a raise from $2.00 and $1.00.  There are two 

main reasons why admissions prices were raised.  First, the cost of running an athletic program is 

a growing expense.  The cost of officials continues to go up, as does equipment.  Luckily for the 

school, the T-Bird Booster Club continues to support the program in many ways, with one of main 

ways in the purchasing of almost all of our athletic uniforms.  The second reason for the increase 

in admissions prices is that virtually all of the schools in the East Central Nebraska Conference, 

our activities conference, has raised their prices to $5.00 and $4.00 over the past couple of years.  I 

believe we are the last school in the conference to make this change. 
 

PREPARING FOR THE COMING YEAR  

As students enter grades 6-12 this fall, I would like to make some recommendations for their par-

ents to enable them to get the most out of their secondary education.  It is my belief that these 

would all be of help to kids.  Included would be the following: 
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¶  Make sure that time is set aside for homework at a somewhat regular time each night.  Being involved in activities 

sometimes makes this difficult, but having the organizational skills to make time available will be a lifelong skill that 

is developed. 
 
¶ Get to know your childôs teachers. I am always amazed when parents walk into a Parent-Teacher conference and tell 

me they donôt know who some of the teachers are.  We are still a small school and teachers do a good job of making 

themselves available to kids and parents.  It is also a staff that tends to enjoy visiting with parents. 

 

¶ Encourage your child to read.  Novels, magazines, newspapersðall help to improve studentsô reading skills.  Read-

ing skills are one of the most important indicators of success in high school and college. 

 

¶ Encourage your child to really prepare for college entrance examinations.  Good scores on the ACT can mean thou-

sands of dollars in scholarships for students.  Our school sees enough importance in students scoring well on the 

ACT that we make the Baylor Test Prep class available for our 9-12 graders.  This is a class that we will hopefully 

continue to provide for our students.  Many of our students have had nice scores over the past few years and I am 

sure that the Baylor Test Prep class had a large role in this.  The other aspect in properly preparing is to look at tak-

ing the ACT more than once.  Taking the ACT as a freshman or sophomore is not out of the question.  My wife and I 

have had each of our children take the ACT as freshmen. 

 

¶ Encourage your child to take on leadership opportunities.  FFA and FBLA especially offer a number of such oppor-

tunities, but so do activities such as Student Council, athletics, and music.  Leadership qualities are especially impor-

tant to colleges and potential future employers. 

 

¶ Have your child become involved in music.  Studies show that people who are involved with music tend to perform 

better academically, especially in the area of math.  We have strong instrumental and vocal programs that we want to 

continue to build.  If cost is a concern for band please visit with the teachers about using school owned instruments.  

Coupled with music, I believe it is important for students to be involved in the other arts as well, whether it be in an 

art class, or in speech or drama.  The arts tend to help to define us as human beings. 

 

¶ Encourage your child to go out for at least one sport.  Our students tend to get a great mental workout each day.  A 

well-rounded individual needs to also have a physical workout.  This can also serve as a great outlet for stress.  It has 

been well documented that American teens are increasingly becoming more out of shape.  Also, for Johnson County 

Central to be able to compete we need better participation.  We have steered our own children toward athletics and 

know that we have not been sorry for doing so.                                                   

 

¶ Do not allow yourself to get caught up in the ñeveryone else is doing itò justification for your child being  allowed to 

do things outside of your morals or beliefs, or outside of the law.  First of all, not everyone else is doing it.  And, as I 

have told my own children on more than one occasion:  ñeveryone elseò is not my childð-you are.  Do not be afraid 

to tell your child ñnoò.  They may resent it and attempt to make life miserable for a short while, but they will come 

around, especially when they want something from you like money or car keys.  I would especially expect you to 

take  this stand when it comes to illegal things for your child:  alcohol, drugs, and tobacco for example.  We, as 

adults, can make no valid justification for our kids to partake in these things.  
 

¶ Be very careful in allowing your child to quit an activity or a class.  My belief is that once a student makes a com-

mitment to something they should see it through.  Although there is sometimes an absolute necessity to quit, most of 

the time quitting is simply a matter of convenience or not wanting to put in an effort.  I do not believe students learn 

much of a positive nature by quitting.  In fact, it may serve to reinforce the idea of ñtaking the easy way outò and not 

committing to things in other areas of their lives. 

 

¶ Know who your childôs friends are.  Donôt blindly let your child run around with just anyone.  You should set stan-

dards of expectations for the types of behaviors your child, and his/her friends, exhibit.  If your childôs friends can-

not or will not meet these expectations then you may want to consider whether these are good associations for your 

child. 

 
¶ Try to  talk with your kids frequently to find out what is going on in their lives.  Parents who show interest in their 

      childôs lives tend to have a much more positive impact in those lives.

   Is it really August already?  Itôs hard to believe that summer vacation is just about over and weôre getting ready 

to start up another school year.  As always, I find myself getting excited as the first day of school approaches.  After a 

summer of relaxation and activities, itôs always good to welcome anxious and enthusiastic students back to school on 

that first day.   

   This year we welcome Mr. Greg Morris to our staff at the Middle School.  Mr. Morris will be teaching Middle 

School Industrial Technology and some of our technology/computer classes.  We also officially welcome Mrs. Judy 

Harper this year.  Mrs. Harper began working with us last December and will be leading our Level 3, Special Education 

program this year. 

   The Middle School Walk-Through will be held Wednesday, August 12th beginning at 6:30.  The walk-through 

gives students an opportunity to walk through their class schedule, find their classrooms, meet with their teachers, and 

alleviate some of the anxiety that students may feel on the first day of school.  The walk-through will also allow parents 

to hear the expectations the teachers have of their students and what will be required of their children.   

   After the walk-through has concluded, Sixth graders will have an opportunity to purchase school supplies that 

have been suggested by their teachers.  7th & 8th graders will be responsible for purchasing their school supplies on their 

own, but should make sure they have the essentials ï notebooks, paper, pens, pencils/erasers, highlighters, etc.   

Once the walk-through is finished local EMTs will be conducting a screening test to establish a baseline for diagnosing 

concussions.  In the event of a head injury, this screening will allow medical personnel to more effectively evaluate the 

severity of the injury.  All 7th & 8th graders who plan on participating in any sport must go through this screening before 

they are allowed to participate.  We hope to see every middle school student here on the night of the 12th.  Please call the 

school if you have any questions. 

   As parents begin shopping for school supplies remember to purchase items that will help your student stay or-

ganized.  One of the leading causes of academic problems for middle school students is lack of organizational skills.  

Anything that could be purchased to help your child stay organized may help them be more successful in school.  



 Also, as you shop for clothes, keep in mind the school dress code.  Some clothing that students wear during the 

summer may not be acceptable for the school setting.  Students should not wear clothing that shows an inappropriate 

amount of bare skin or underwear. Clothes that will not be allowed in school include tops that show midriffs, are made 

of see-through mesh, have spaghetti straps, sagging pants or pants that canôt be kept on the hips, clothes with holes, rips, 

or tears, or any underwear that is being worn as exterior clothing (boxer shorts, menôs sleeveless t-shirts, etc.).  Clothing 

that display advertisements for drugs, alcohol, tobacco, gambling, or the promotion of violence and clothing that exhibits 

nudity, or makes sexual references will not be permitted.   

 I hope everybody is looking forward to the start of another school year.  The middle school should provide an 

opportunity for students to make friends and memories. I encourage all students to start the school year with an open 

mind toward their classes and to take advantage of the opportunity to try as many activities as possible.  This is the best 

way for students to learn about themselves and their capabilities.  I hope our staff, students, and parents all start the 

school year hoping to have a successful and productive year.

Counselor News by Shelley Moles 

ñDedicated to excellence in education through career, academic, personal and social development for all students!ò 

     Only a few short weeks before school begins! It is an exciting time as staff and students prepare for the 2009-2010 

school year. This year promises to be filled with great educational opportunities for our students at Johnson County Cen-

tral! 

     Student Registration and Schedules: Students may visit with me about their class schedule all day Tuesday, August 

11, as outlined in the letter mailed to students. I will also be in my office Monday afternoon, August 10 and intermit-

tently the first week of August. Please call to schedule a time if you cannot come on August 11. 

     As a school counselor, one of my favorite activities is working with students to help them be successful in school. I 

may listen when students need to talk with an adult at school, help work on study skills or ways to approach a problem, 

help students select classes that will prepare them for their planned future or supply research sources for them to make 

better decisions. 

     As parents, we also teach basic skills and help our child(ren) be ready to learn. Following are 5 simple ideas for par-

ents to use to help students be more responsible and prepared for the rest of his/her life. 

1.  Give your teen as much responsibility as you can. While teens still definitely need parents to guide them, they also 

need lots of practice making decisions. Whenever you can, give your teen a chance to make a decision for him/herself. 

2. Help your teen think about the consequences of his/her decision or lack of decision. Teens tend to jump in without 

thinking. Encourage your teen to think about the results of an action before taking it. 

3. Make a plan. At the beginning of the school, help your student figure out a schedule. Consider the best time to study, 

and the amount of time to participate in sports or other extracurricular activities. Can he/she participate in the school ac-

tivities that are important, devote time to studies and still hold a job? 

4. Let your teen learn from experience. Experience is a good teacher but teens canôt learn the lessons they will need in 

the future if parents are always there to bail them out. If your teen doesnôt get his paper written on time, let him deal with 

the teacher and suffer the consequences. Having a plan and using good decision making should help your teen develop 

responsible work habits. 

5. Most important of all, enjoy your teen. Take a few minutes every day to let them know how special they are to you 

and enjoy helping them learn. Take the time to listen to them and get to know how terrific they truly are. 

Think 10! 

     Teens should spend at least 10 hours a week on homework. Most experts say 2 hours per school night is about the 

right amount of homework for high school students. 

     Does 10 hours sound like a lot? Think about the other ways teens spend their time. Some spend twice that much time 

watching TV, playing video games or at a job. There may be nothing due tomorrow, but once a teen gets to high school, 

there is always something he/she can do to get ahead on assignments or study for an upcoming quiz or test. 

     For some weeks, 10 hours wonôt be enough. If it is test time or a project or paper is due, the right amount of time 

could be 15 hours or more. 



      If your child is consistently spending more than 10 hours per week studying at home, please visit with teachers and/

or counselor. Also if they never have any homework, you may want to discuss this with your childôs teachers and/or 

counselor. Students need a balance of time for studies, time for family, and time for activities and friends. 

 

ACT Testing Dates and Registration: 

     ACT Testing Dates and Registration Deadlines for the 2009-2010 school year are listed below.  Seniors are strongly 

encouraged to take the test by the September, October and/or December test dates to be able to use scores for scholarship 

and college applications. Juniors are encouraged to take an ACT test during the spring or summer before their senior 

year.  To be considered for early scholarship by UNL, students must have a test score by JUNE of their JUNIOR year!  

(Juniors who are selected to attend Cornhusker Girls State or Boys State may not be able to test during the June date so 

may want to schedule testing for February or April.) 

     Most four-year colleges require an ACT or SAT college entrance test and many two year colleges encourage or ac-

cept ACT scores for admission and scholarship purposes.

     Students may register online at www.actstudent.org. With online registration it is possible to register 24/7 on any 

computer connected to the Internet and students may take up to 72 hours to complete and submit their application. A 

MasterCard or VISA must be used to pay fees online. 

     If students need to request test accommodations, extended-time testing, or plan to pay with a check, they must register 

by paper folder rather than online.  Paper folder applications and preparation materials are available from Mrs. Moles in 

the counselorôs office. 

 

     Johnson County Central High Schoolôs school code number is 282-319. Please use the school code number when 

registering for the ACT test and have the test results reported to the school so that official scores are available to include 

on high school transcripts. Using the school code number also makes it possible for scores to be included in the ACT 

score report for Johnson County Central Public School 

     The basic fee for the ACT is $32.  The fee for the ACT Plus Writing is $47. Fee waivers may be available for quali-

fied students (please check with Mrs. Moles). Students should check with the college in which they are interested to see 

if the optional writing test is required or recommended. 

     Please see Mrs. Moles for information about possible qualification for testing accommodations, extended-time test-

ing, and/or fee waivers. 

 

Student Records and Release of Information: 

     The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) is a Federal law that requires Johnson County Central 

School, with certain exceptions, to obtain a parentôs written consent prior to the disclosure of personally identifiable in-

formation from a childôs education records.  However, Johnson County Central School may disclose appropriately desig-

nated ñdirectory informationò without written consent, unless parents have advised the District to the contrary.  The pri-

mary purpose of directory information is to allow Johnson County Central School to include directory information from 

a childôs education records in certain school publications.

Transcript Requests:     

     Graduates of Nemaha Valley Schools or Tecumseh Public School or Johnson County Central Public School 

need to submit a written request stating: a) information to send (such as a transcript of grades), b) the year of graduation 

and/or attendance (such as graduated 2007), c) name and address of institution or program to receive requested informa-

tion (such as Admissions Office, Southeast Community College-Lincoln, 8800 ñOò Street, Lincoln, NE) and finally, the 

printed name and signature of the person making the request.  Requests may be mailed (Johnson County Central High 

School, Attn: Mrs. Shelley Moles, 358 N. 6th Street, Tecumseh, NE 68450) or given to Mrs. Moles in the high school 

counselorôs office. 

      Seniors or other current students applying for postsecondary institutions, educational programs and scholarships 

need to bring a written request from a parent to Johnson County Central School in order for a transcript or other informa-

tion such as class rank, grade point average, or ACT/SAT score to be released. Requests must have student signature and 

parent signature. Transcript request forms may be picked up from the guidance office.
