
 

SUPERINTENDENT NOTES by Jack D. Moles 

 
  I recently attended the All State Jazz Band and Honor Choir concert at the Lied Center for the 

Performing Arts in Lincoln.  Laura Johns, a junior at Johnson County Central, was honored with a 

selection to the chorus.  My wife and I have attended many performances over the years at the 

Lied Center.  All of these performances have involved professional performers and we have never 

been disappointed.  The music presented in the All State concert is as good as any performance I 

have ever seen at the Lied.  The music shared by these two groups was simply marvelous.  This 

tended to strengthen my view of the arts as being so extremely vital in education and in turning 

out well-rounded kids.  That is one of our focal points at Johnson County Central:  to turn our well

-rounded kids who have had opportunities for success in a variety of activities.  Great job, Laura, 

and to vocal music teacher Tom Doran who helped Laura reach this goal and this success. 

 

  The start of the winter sports season brings much hope and expectations for our basketball and 

wrestling teams.  It also brings a time in which fans tend to be more noticeable.  In light of some 

of the black eyes that sports have recently received on the professional and collegiate levels, I 

think we need to do a self-check on our demeanor as fans.  Nebraska Cornhusker fans have the 

reputation of being the classiest fans in college sports.  I would like Johnson County Central fans 

be considered the classiest fans in the area and in our conference.  As fans, our job is simply to 

cheer for our kids, not to berate officials or to yell against the other team.  I encourage all to attend 

the games and meets this yearðthey will be full of fun and excitement. 

 

  Over my years in education I have put together some ñhintsò on being a good fan.  These are all 

listed as ñdonôtsò.  When trying to get a point across I believe positive statements tend to have a 

more intended outcome, but once in a while it does not hurt to work through the ñnegative angleò.  

Let me preface these hints first by saying that I have found myself guilty of violating each of these 

at one time or another.  I often do some soul-searching after games and see that I need to change 

myself in being a fan.  Try out the following to get the most out of being a fan: 

 

 

¶ Donót be surprised or offended if an official ñerrsò in your eyes.  I almost find it 

humorous when some fans seem to notice every ñmissedò or ñbadò call.  They almost 

seem surprised that an official can make such an error.  These fans often make this 

statement every game.  My question is this:  why are you surprised?  Youôve seen 

these games for years and still have a hard time comprehending that an official cannot 

call a ñperfectò (at least in your eyes) game.  Parents:  when you yell at officials dur-

ing the contest your children are flat-out embarrassed.  One of the things we should 

remember is that one of the roles of athletics is to teach kids to respect authority.  

When fans act our against officials they are, in essence by their actions, trying to teach 

our student-athletes that they do not need to respect authority.  Another point to re-

member is that officials take a yearly test to be certified to officiate NSAA games.  

Hardly any of our fans have taken this test.  Hardly any of our fans have seriously 

tried to officiate a basketball game or wrestling match and those that did will have to 

admit that they probably ñsucked on the whistleò way too many times.  I have found 

that second-guessing officials tends to raise my stress level, thus eliminating some of 

the fun of watching kids play a gameða game that is supposed to be for fun.  Let it be

¶ As a parent, donôt second guess the coaches.  Even after years of being a coach I still find myself guilty of 

this, especially when my own kids are involved.  We all want what is best for our kids, but we donôt see the 

kids every day in practice, while the coaches do have that luxury.  One of my most memorable moments in 

coaching was when I got lambasted by an irate father over the playing time his daughter was getting, espe-

cially when compared to a girl who was admittedly an inferior athlete.  The father didnôt realize that his 

daughter only gave half efforts at the practices she managed to make.  She missed several for a variety of 

reasons.  He only saw the results when she played.  The other girl in the story was one of the more coachable 

kids I had and worked harder than most.  She knew what she was supposed to be doing at all times.  I am 

certain that coaches donôt always play the combination of kids that I would if I were coaching the team.  But 

that is the keyðI am not coaching that team, so I donôt have the right to say that the coach is wrong on 

whom he/she is playing.  Coaches want to win, usually more so than the kids themselves.  What coach who 

wants to win would consciously play someone with inferior ability if they didnôt think it would enable them 

to progress as a team or a program?  I also caution you against trying to coach your child against the philoso-

phies or techniques employed by our coaches.  Nothing breaks down a system or a program quicker than 

when everyone goes off on their own.  This is what we help create when we encourage our own kids to ñdo 

it their wayò.  Let the coaches coach.  

 

¶ As a fan, donôt second guess the coaches.   Again, you donôt see the kids every day in practice.  The 

coaches are going to do what they believe will best help their team to be successful.  You might have your 

own theories on what will be successful, but you arenôt in that position.  Every coach in our system is work-

ing for his/her team to be successful.  Again, I would not do everything exactly the same as any of our 

coaches, but that is based on my own theories.  Theories on coaching are just like opinions on taxes:  no two 

are exactly the same and all of them have their strengths and flaws.  None are one hundred percent correct, 

either.  Please recognize this. 

 

¶ Donôt denigrate kids for their performances.  Kids are human, thus they will all exhibit that one human 

flaw in all of us:  they will make mistakes.  Our kids tend to put in good efforts and want to succeed.  Does 

that mean they will always put in the same effort every night?  No!  They are just like us in our jobs.  Some 

days we do our jobs better than other days.  What kids need is our support for their efforts.  Applaud the 

positive things they do.  Along with this is the idea that we should never say things against the other team.  

Our sole purpose in being a fan is to support our kids. 

 

¶ Donôt ruin the fun for the fans around you.  If you are guilty of second-guessing officials or coaches you 

are interfering with the chance for those around you to have a positive experience at the games or matches.  

They are entitled to have an enjoyable contest without being subjected to outbursts from those around them.  

If you go to the extreme of denigrating kids, especially specific kids, for their performances, then you are 

talking about someone elseôs son or daughter.  I donôt know of any parent that gets enjoyment out of hearing 

negative things being said about their child.  They definitely should not be subjected to this by our own fans. 

 

  These are a few of my own hints.  If everyone followed every one of these I sincerely believe we would have the repu-

tation of having the classiest fans around.  These hints donôt mean that you shouldnôt be loud and ñinto the gameò.  I 

highly encourage you to do this.  I have told cheerleaders repeatedly:  no negative cheers, only positive cheers for our 

teams.  Fans need to follow the same guideline.  Again, have fun during the basketball and wrestling seasons.  They are 

some of our great American institutions, ones that should be enjoyed, not agonized over.

It is important to remember that the game is played for the enjoyment of the 

athletes. Spectators should be there to support their team and enjoy the game.  The following information was taken from 

the NSAA Sportsmanship Manual. 



WHAT IS SPORTSMANSHIP? 

Sportsmanship is the practice of playing fair, of taking defeat without complaint or victory without gloating 

and treating opponents with respect, generosity, courtesy, etc. 

Sportsmanship is a demonstration of generosity and genuine concern for others. It is a concrete measure of 

the understanding and commitment to fair play, ethical behavior and integrity. 

Sportsmanship is a blending of cheers for ñyour teamò and applause for the ñopponents,ò observing the letter 

and spirit of the rules and showing consideration for others. 

Sportsmanship is respect. Respect for others and for oneôs self. 

Sportsmanship for a spectator may be cheering for his team when it loses, and applauding the opponent when 

it wins.  

Sportsmanship for an athlete may be extending a helping hand to an opponent who is down. 

Sportsmanship for a coach may be accepting a ñquestionableò call without protest. 

Sportsmanship encompasses all that is good in human nature. 

Sportsmanship is citizenship in action. 

 

 

SPORTSMANSHIP GUIDELINES  

STUDENT ATHLETES 

¶ Treat opponents with respect; shake hands prior to and after contests. 

¶ Respect the judgment of contest officials, abide by rules of the event; display no behavior that 

could incite fans. 

¶ Cooperate with officials, coaches, and fellow participants to conduct a fair contest. 

¶ Accept seriously the responsibility and privilege of representing school and community; display 

positive public action at all times. 

¶ Live up to the high standard of sportsmanship established by your coaches. 

SPECTATORS 

¶ Realize that a ticket is a privilege to observe a contest and support high school activities, not a li-

cense to verbally assault others or be generally obnoxious. 

¶ Respect decisions made by contest officials. 

¶ Be an exemplary role model by positively supporting teams in every manner possible, including 

content of cheers and signs. 

¶ Respect fans, coaches, and participants.

THE FUNDAMENTALS OF SPORTSMANSHIP  

The following may help everyone understand their responsibilities at an athletic contest. 

1. Gain an understanding and Appreciation for the Rules of the Contest. The necessity to be well 

informed is essential. Know the Rules.  If you are uninformed, refrain from expressing opinions on 

officials, coaches, or administrative decisions.  The spirit of Good Sportsmanship depends on con-

formance to a ruleôs intent as well as to the letter of a given rule. 

2. Exercise Representative Behavior at All Times.  A prerequisite to Good Sportsmanship requires 

one to understand his/her own prejudices that may become factors in his/her behavior. The true 

value of interscholastic competition relies upon everyone exhibiting behavior that is representative 

of a sound value base. A proper perspective must be maintained if the educational values are to be 

realized.  Your behavior influences others whether you are aware of it or not. 

3. Recognize and Appreciate Skilled Performances Regardless of Affiliation.  Applause for an 

opponentôs good performance displays generosity and is a courtesy that should be regularly prac-

ticed.  This not only represents Good Sportsmanship, but also reflects a true awareness of the game 



 4.   Exhibit Respect for the Officials.  The officials of any contest are important arbitrators who are 

trained and who perform to the best of their ability.  Mistakes by all those involved in the contests are a 

part of the game.  We should not rationalize our own poor or unsuccessful performance or behavior by 

placing responsibility on an official.  The rule of Good Sportsmanship is to accept and abide by the de-

cision made. This value is critical for students to learn for later applications in life. 

 5.   Display Openly a Respect for the Opponent at all Times.  Opponents are guests and should be 

treated cordially, provided with the best accommodations, and accorded tolerance at all times. Be a 

positive representative for your school, team, or family.  This fundamental is the Golden Rule in action. 

 6.   Display Pride in Your Actions at Every Opportunity.  Never allow your ego to interfere with 

good judgment and your responsibility as a school representative.  Regardless of whether you are an 

adult, student, athlete, coach, or official, this value is paramount since it suggests that you care about 

yourself and how others perceive you.

Offer Your Child the Right Kind of Homework Help to Increase Skills 

  Homework is a vital link between home and school.  Teachers give homework to help children understand and review 

class work.  Parents find out what their child is studying by being involved in homework. 

 

  But being involved does not mean doing your childôs homework for him.  That will give the teacher a false reading of 

your childôs progress.  Hereôs how to help with homework: 

¶ Make sure your child understand assignments.  Have him read the directions to you.  If he doesnôt read 

yet, read the directions to him.  Then ask him to explain the assignment in his own words. 

¶ Review homework every day.  Even if youôre not home when your child does his homework, always ask to 

see it.  Your interest sends the message that homework is important. 

¶ Watch your child for signs of failure and frustration. Assist with similar examples, have the student ex-

plain the problem, or take a short break if necessary.  

¶ If homework becomes a battle or problem contact his teacher. The teacher might be able to shed some 

light on his problems or give you some other suggestions.

Upward Bound Math and Science Program: 

     Students who are interested in a career related to math or science, may consider applying for the Upward Bound Math 

and Science (UBMS) program at Northwest Missouri State University (NWMSU) or at Saint Louis University (SLU). 

     To be eligible, students must be from families that are of modest income AND/OR the studentôs parents/guardians did 

not receive a bachelorôs degree from a college or university. NWMSU accepts applications from students who are cur-

rently in grades 9-11; SLU accepts applications from students who are currently in grades 10 and 11. Each center also 

has academic requirements. 

    As part of the UBMS program, students live on campus for 6 weeks during the summer and attend enrichment math 

and science classes. There is no cost to the student or family. UBMS also reimburses mileage to and from campus. In 

addition, students earn a stipend (allowance) for each of the 6 weeks, all supplies are provided and students who com-

plete the 6-week program will keep the supplies (at NWMSU this includes a TI-84+ Plus graphing calculator!) During 

the academic year, NWMSU participants meet at least twice monthly with a mentor of their choosing, complete a math, 

science or computer project, and earn a stipend in three installments.

FAFSA Reminder to Seniors and their Parents: 

     Graduating seniors and their families should complete the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) as soon 

as possible after January 1 of each year. 

     FAFSA applications may be accessed online at www.fafsa,ed.gov. If preferred, paper forms may also be used and are 

available from the EducationQuest offices in Lincoln, Omaha or Kearney. 

     Filling out the FAFSA electronically speeds up the FAFSA process and cuts down on mail delays or problems. In 

order to sign the FAFSA electronically, a Personal Identification Number (PIN) is used. Both parent and student will 

need a PIN code. To get a PIN, parents and students should visit www.pin.ed.gov and click on ñApply for PINò. PINôs 

may be received by e-mail or regular mail. (PIN numbers are lifetime so students and parents should keep their PIN 

numbers to use in future applications. If parents already have a PIN number from a previous childôs application, they 

will not need to reapply.) 

     The federal government uses the FAFSA to determine eligibility for need based financial aid including scholarships, 

grants, loans, and work-study.

     National Honor Society will host a ñSweet 16ò Red Cross Blood Drive on Tuesday, December 22, 2009 from 9:00 

a.m. to 1:30 p.m. at Johnson County Central High School. 

      

Today, young donors ages 16-18 contribute a substantial portion of the blood supply ï almost 1 out of every 10 units for 

transfusion to patients in our communities. 

      

Students wishing to donate blood need to schedule a donation time with a member of NHS. On the day of the Blood 

Drive, students who will need to bring a photo I.D. (or donor card if you have one) and be at least 17 years old (or if 16, 

have a signed Red Cross parental/guardian consent form) and be on time for their appointment. 

     

 Students should get at least 8 hours sleep the night before, eat a healthy breakfast (donôt skip meals on the day of the 

donation), and drink a few extra glasses of water or fluids in the days before the donation (try to avoid caffeinated flu-

ids). 

     

 Snack foods, water, and juices will be available at the site for donors. 

      

While primarily for students and school personnel, community members may participate if they cannot give at the local

OFF-SEASON WORK 

Last summer was a busy one.  I was selected as head coach of the Nebraska Bison Gold All-Star Team.  I coached 30 

games overall last summer, 18 with the Bison Team and 12 with the JCC Teams.  Ten players were selected to be on the 

Bison Team from a final group of 480.  The players on my team are Sophomores now.  My players were from Lincoln 

Northeast, Lincoln Southeast, Lincoln High, Lincoln North Star, Tri County, Wahoo Neumann, Ravenna, Hastings AC, 

and North Platte.  We had 15 practices in Lincoln thru out the summer.  It was fun to practice in the main gyms of NE 

Wesleyan, Lincoln Southeast, Lincoln High, Lincoln North Star, and Waverly.  We had a successful summer and en-

joyed playing in tournaments in Minneapolis, MN,  Indianapolis, IN, Louisville, KT, and Kansas City, MI.  A highlight 

for me was having Mark Hrabik from Syracuse as my assistant coach.
