As | explained in the May news-
letter, Jon Rother is moving into an administrative role that was created with the retire-
ment of Elementary Principal Ron Skwarek. In moving Mr. Rother out of Title | we saw
an opportunity to fAidownsized one el ement
a position. In making this move | simply moved one elementary classroom teacher, Dou
Schnack, into the Title | position at Tecumseh. My recommendation was then to combine
all of the 4" graders at one location and all of tHedsaders at another location. We did

not have available rooms to make these changes at the same site. Thus, we will have tv
4" grade classrooms at the Tecumseh site next year. The teachefsgfadd will be

Kelli Dorsey and Colleen Naber. We will have twbdrade classrooms at the Cook site,
with Julie Tubbesing and Ashley Juilfs teaching those classes.

It is my belief that this type of move will enable us to strengthen our efforts for these
classes as teachers and students will now all be at the same site. More corroboration w
be possible between the teachers, as well as opportunities for all of our students in thos
grade levels to interact. We have struggled to find ways to bring students together in indi
vidual grade levels over the past three years. Elementary grades have all taken field trif
together and we bring the students together for Homecoming Day activities, but other thal
that the opportunities have been minimal. We believe that by providing them with a con-
tinuous ability to be together we strengthen their opportunities to learn as well. There are
issues involving such things as transportation and curriculum that need to be finalized, bu
| am excited by the opportunities the moves afford us.

The recommendation to resurface the track is one based on the knowledge that we need
either do this project this year or next. Once a school has-arather track it commits

itself to periodic upkeep. If we were to put off the project past next year | believe we
would be looking at a much more expensive project, one that could possibly cost ovel
$200,000. Doing the project now would enable us to do it at a lesser price and extend th
life of the track. In planning for projects such as this, the Board of Education and | took
the step this year of generating funds into the Special Building Fund. We saw what wa:s
probably a one year window of opportunity to make this move as our General Fund was ir
decent shape. | would not foresee this same scenario being available to us in the next fe
years.



| received bids from four companies to recondition the track. Three made proposals that would provide for
Astructural sprayo that would add about 1/80 to
proposal was to apply a 10 rubberized coating ¢
surface on the track. Two of the proposals to apply the structural spray were in the neighborhood
$54,000. The other was much higher. The proposal for the rubberized surface was in the neighborhood
$81,000. This cost, however, can be greatly reduced as it is eligible for a grant from the Nebraska Depe
ment of Environmental Quality. A project utilizing Nebraska recycled tires may receive a rebate of 25%
back on such a project. The company that does the project would reeréfiothat Nebraska recycled tires
were used for the project. Midwest Tennis and Track, the company that made this proposal, makes use
Nebraska recycled tires when doing projects in Nebraska.

The Board of Education approved my recommendation to accept the proposal from Midwest Tennis ar
Track to complete the project. The project should be completed sometime this summer. There will be a tir
that the track will not be available for community walkers and joggers, but could be used soon after the cot
pletion of the project.
