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SUPERINTENDENT NOTES by Jack D. Moles 

As I write this article I am anxious to have stu-
dents back in the building in just a couple of 
days.  I have seen many students around town, 
at sports practices, and at the County Fair.  I ask 
them if they are ready to come back and have 
yet to receive a negative response.  All of them 
seem to be ready.  I know their parents are 
ready for them to return to the routine. 
 
A group of people I would like to say a special 
“thank you” to are all the staff members who 
ended up changing sites or rooms for this 
school year.  At our opening day gathering of all 
staff on Thursday I asked all of them to stand.  A 
large group of staff members stood up.  These 
people are leaving familiar surroundings to 
make moves that we believe will make us a bet-
ter school.  This is not comfortable for them to 
do, but they have taken on this task with great 
attitudes and cooperation.  I am very apprecia-
tive of their efforts. 
 
It hardly seems possible that we are starting 
year five of Johnson County Central.  As the old 
saying goes:  “Time flies when you’re having 
fun!”  That could not be more true than in refer-
ence to the past four years.  Each year has had a 
different major emphasis and I believe this has 
helped us better focus on the task at hand.  This 
year is no different.  Our focus this year is on 
our district-wide goal of increasing reading com-
prehension.  Our new reading series, Reading 
Street, goes into full effect in grades K-8.  In 
talking with teachers this summer, they are of 
the same thought:  they cannot wait to put this 
new instrument in use with our students. I told 
the staff in our opening all-staff meeting that I 
believe this program, along with realignment of 
our elementary classrooms, will serve us well 
over the next two or three years.  I fully expect 
that we will see significant jumps in our reading 
scores on assessments and standardized tests.  I 
also believe that by raising our reading scores, 

we will see a correlating rise in 
other core subject area scores. 
Another point of emphasis will be 
working to develop ways in which we can aca-
demically challenge our students more.  We are 
moving in the right direction, but I believe we 
have much more work to do.  A goal I have is to 
get students and their parents to recognize the 
absolute need to take as strenuous of a class 
load as the student can successfully handle.  
This past year our seniors scored above the 
state average on the ACT.  This was the first 
time in three years that our seniors achieved 
this.  I have pointed out in the past the impor-
tance of a strenuous class load in relationship to 
high ACT scores.  Often, I believe some of our 
students (and their parents) become more con-
cerned about grade point average and class 
rank.  While these are important and I do not 
want to lessen their significance, if a student 
wants to really achieve on the ACT (and receive 
the resulting scholarship advantages), then they 
must also become more concerned about chal-
lenging themselves by taking a more challenging 
class load.  To help visualize this, consider the 
following: 
 

 Our students who took Algebra I and II, 
Geometry, Trigonometry, and Calculus had an 
average Math score of 25.3 on the ACT.  Our 
students who took Algebra I and II, Geometry, 
and Trigonometry had an average Math score of 
20.0 on the ACT.  Quite a difference. 

 Students who took General Science, Biol-
ogy, Chemistry and Physics had an average Sci-
ence score of 26.3 on the ACT, while students 
who took General Science, Biology, and Chemis-
try had an average Science score of 23.7. 
 
According to ACT research, “…it is the rigor of 

the coursework—rather than simply the num-

ber of core courses--that has the greatest  
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impact on ACT performance and college readiness.”   I have 
documented in the past the impact that a high ACT score 
has on large scholarships.  Once a student reaches the mid-
20’s on the ACT, each succeeding point is often worth thou-
sands of dollars in scholarship money from many colleges 
and universities.   
 
Another point of emphasis I plan to keep making is the im-
portance for students to be involved in music, especially 
instrumental music.  The sheer amount of research on the 
correlation between music involvement and success in lan-
guage arts and mathematics is staggering.  The research 
clearly indicates that there is a positive correlation between 
the two.  In spite of this we still have students not taking 
advantage of our music programs as much as they could.  
As I think of graduating classes I have had at Nemaha Val-
ley, then with Johnson County Central, over the past 15 
years I know there is a positive correlation between the 
senior class average on the ACT and the number of stu-
dents who stayed involved in music throughout their high 
school careers.  Our classes with the highest ACT averages 
were made up of students with a great deal of success in 
music.  The classes with lower ACT averages had students 
who were not as involved in music.  I know this is not a sci-
entific study, that it is quite anecdotal, but when I consider 
all of the scientific research, then couple that with my own 
experiences, then I see a need to push this to our students 
and their parents.   
 
I hope to see us develop ways in which we can better en-
courage students to take more rigorous course loads, and 
to have those course loads involve music.  I believe we, as a 
school, need to increase our efforts in these areas.  We 
want to see our students achieve all that they can, and this 
is one of those areas where we can certainly grow. 
 
PARKING 
 
One situation that we are trying to improve on is parking.  
We are currently working on a project that will increase 
parking around the school.  During the past year the school 
purchased part of the lot directly west of the high school.  
The house that stood on the property has been demolished 
and work is being done to rock the area for parking.  The 
long term goal is to eventually pave that parking area, but 
that is likely a few years down the road.  Attempts will be 
made to identify the parking area. 
 
A concern we have had at the school is where to park 
school vehicles at the Tecumseh site.  Buses, of course, will 
normally be parked at the bus barn on the west end of 

town.  School vans and cars need to be accessible at all 
times.  Thus, we have designated the parking areas directly 
behind the modulars for school vehicles only.  This is an 
area that has commonly had private vehicles double parked 
at times, especially during home ball games.  We will ask 
for cooperation from all in honoring this designation.   

 
 
 
 
 

 
I would like to start the 
year with an encouraging word to parents and students.

If your student is on 
the Weekly Down List, they are ineligible to participate in 
extra-curricular activities.  The first Down List comes out on 
September 6, 2011.  If your student is on the list, they are 
ineligible to participate for two weeks.  If your student feels 
they are passing all their classes after the first week, they 
may ask for a re-evaluation.  They must have this re-
evaluation form signed by all their teachers showing that 
their grades have improved enough to be removed from 
the Weekly Down List and then the student will be eligible 
to participate the second week beginning on Tuesday.  If 
their grades are not up enough to be removed from the list, 
they are ineligible for the entire 2 weeks. 
 
One activity which occurs very early this year is Homecom-
ing.  JCC’s Homecoming is September 16th.  During the 
week there will be many activities including the Homecom-
ing Parade.  Since school will not be in session of Friday, 
September 16th, the Homecoming parade will be held on 
Thursday, September 15th.  On Friday, September 16th, the 
football game will be held starting at 7:00 p.m. with the 
Homecoming coronation following the game and the dance 
will follow in the High School gym.  Please make note of 
these changes for the week of Homecoming.

Studies show that 
children who have parents that are involved in their educa-
tion generally perform better in school.  Simple things such 
as reading with your child, asking how their day was or 
making sure their homework is finished can pay huge divi-
dends toward your child’s academic success.  Hopefully, 
parents and teachers all have the same goal in mind – for 
your child to have a successful and productive school year.  
When parents and teachers work together the students 
will benefit, making it possible for them to accomplish 
great things.

Junior High football and volleyball practices are underway.  
We also have some 7th and 8th graders giving cross country 
a try this fall.  At the start of any season we should take 
time to think about the purpose of athletics in a Middle 
School setting.  While everyone wants to win, winning 
should not be the main objective of any sports program at 
this level.  Middle School activities need to encourage par-
ticipation and the development of fundamentals that will 
help them succeed at the varsity level.  Instead of empha-
sizing winning and losing, we need to focus on hard work, 
effort and teamwork.  If students can learn to work hard, 
give maximum effort, and put team success ahead of indi-
vidual glory at a young age they are learning skills that will 

help them succeed for the rest of their lives.  Please sup-
port our young athletes this year by attending games and 
cheering their efforts, win or lose.  
 

ImPACT Concussion Testing Program 
Johnson County Central is participating in the ImPACT Con-
cussion Testing Program that will help improve the school’s 
and coaches’ care for athletes with sports-related concus-
sions.  This program is being provided by Nebraska Ortho-
paedic & Sports Medicine, and Saint Elizabeth Regional 
Medical Center of Lincoln, through the Nebraska Sports 
Concussion Network.  The “ImPACT Test”, is an online com-
puterized test that is specifically designed for managing 
sports-related concussions.  The test measures brain reac-
tion time, processing speed, memory, attention, and allows 
us to obtain a “snap-shot” of how one’s brain functions in 
normal conditions.  Athletes are baseline tested in the pre-
season, and if an athlete sustains a concussion, they are re-
tested.  Post-injury scores are then compared to pre-injury, 
baseline scores.  If differences exist between the baseline 
and post-injury tests, athletes will be restricted from activ-
ity until further test results return to normal.  As post-
injury scores return to baseline, or normal, this indicates an 
athlete is recovered sufficiently to resume a step-wise pro-
gression back into activity and full participation.  This form 
of testing and return-to-play helps avoid prolonging the 
recovery from a concussion, and prevents athletes return-
ing to play too soon before the brain has had time to fully 
heal, and risking serious or catastrophic injury. 
 
This year Thunderbird athletes in 9th and 11th grades and 
any new athletes participating in contact sports (football, 
volleyball, softball, wrestling, boys & girls basketball, and 
track-jumpers) will be tested.  The cost of the baseline test-
ing is being funded and implemented by the Nebraska 
Sports Concussion Network.  Post-Injury testing, if neces-
sary, will be conducted by a physician trained in ImPACT 
listed on the network’s website and usual office visit 
charges will likely apply.  School personnel have been 
trained to conduct baseline tests at school, and all coaches 
will have taken an online Concussion Training for Coaches 
course in an effort to improve the recognition of potential 
head injury.  Additional information in recognizing head 
injuries is available for parents and athletes at 
www.NebSportsConcussion.org.

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What’ New for the 2011-12 School Year! 

Reading Curriculum 

In the Elementary and Middle School, we have adopted the 

Reading Street reading curriculum.  This curriculum is com-

prehensive in scope; being implemented in the pre-school 

classrooms all the way up to the 8th grade.  The series cov-

ers spelling, language arts, writing and literacy and comes 

with its own progress monitoring assessment piece.  The 

series was selected after a two year search in which teach-

ers poured over a multitude of different reading series, 

visited schools and studied these reading programs before 

settling on Reading Street. 

MAP (Measures of Academic Progress) Assessment 

The MAP assessment will take the place of the ITBS (Iowa 

Test of Basic Skills).  The assessment will cover the areas of 

Mathematics, Language Usage, Reading and Science.  

There are several big differences you may notice. 

1.  The first is that this assessment is taken on the com-

puter.  Each portion of the test takes students, on aver-

age, about 50 minutes. 

2. The assessment is adaptive.  As students answer ques-

tions, the assessment then gauges the next question 

bases on the student’s response.  If students answer cor-

rectly, the test goes on to harder questions.  If students 

answer incorrectly, the test goes on to easier questions.  

This continues throughout the assessment until the stu-

dent levels out.  This will give us a good indication of 

where the student is at academically. 

3. Results are given immediately.  Students and teachers 

will receive the assessment score immediately upon com-

pletion of the assessment. 

4. The assessment is given three times during the school 

year (fall, winter, spring).  This allows us to see academic 

growth. 

5. The assessment program will discontinue the test if stu-

dents try to go too fast, giving random answers.  This will 

result in the student having to re-take the assessment. 

Promethean Boards 

In each elementary classroom, Promethean Boards have 

been installed.  These are interactive Smart boards 

mounted to the walls of the classrooms.  Teachers can use 

these boards to share information with the students, show 

examples for learning or have students manipulate the 

board to enhance learning.  Teachers and students can 

control or write on the promethean board via a Mobi.  This 

is a slate that the user holds.  It has a wireless connection 

to the board, allowing interaction with the board from any-

where in the room. 

Time for College Fairs: 
 College fairs allow students (usually grades 9-12) and their 
parents to visit with representatives from many 4-year and 
2-year colleges in one location.  Military representatives 
are also available representing military academies and the 
armed services. Financial aid sessions at the college fairs 
offer information on applying for the FAFSA, scholarships, 
loans, and grants. These programs are free to students and 
parents.  
 
Some tips to follow to make the most of your College Fair 
experience:      
1. Prepare a list of questions to ask college representatives, 
such as the school’s academic programs, admission appli-
cation deadlines, or scholarship opportunities. 
2.  Determine what you are looking for in a college or uni-
versity you plan to attend. This will help you decide which 
to look at more closely and perhaps follow-up with a cam-
pus tour. Take notes to keep track of the schools that inter-
est you. 
3.  Before you go, register for a college fair barcode! If you 
plan to attend a College Fair or Educational Planning Pro-
gram, register for a barcode that will streamline your visits 
with college representatives.Visit NebraskaCollegeFairs.org 
and select the event you plan to attend. Complete and sub-
mit a confidential online form providing details such as 
contact information, age/gender/ethnicity, year in school, 
academic information, extracurricular activities, and ACT/
SAT scores. Print the barcode that appears on your screen. 
Important! Take the barcode to the College Fair(s) and/or 
EPP(s) you attend. College representatives participating in 
the barcode/scanner process will scan your barcode to 
retrieve your information-and you won't have to complete 
information cards!

Access College Early Scholarship Program: 
Authorized by the Nebraska Legislature in 2007, the Access 
College Early (ACE) Scholarship Program Act (LB 192) pays 
tuition and mandatory fees for qualified, low-income high 
school students to enroll in college courses from Ne-
braska's colleges or universities, either through dual-
enrollment or early enrollment agreements with these 
institutions. High school student may apply for funding 
under this program by completing the ACE Student Appli-
cation, which is reviewed by the Coordinating Commission 
for Postsecondary Education (CCPE) for award considera-
tion. 
 
There are two basic criteria for high school students to 
qualify for the ACE Scholarship. Students must either be 
eligible to receive assistance under a variety of federal gov-
ernment programs or the student and his or her family 
must have experienced a recent hardship. 
 
For students to find out more information on the ACE 
Scholarship and to complete an application, please go to 
www.ccpe.state.ne.us/PublicDoc/Ccpe/Financial%20Aid/
ACE/default.asp or see Mrs. Moles. The CCPE recommends 
that students submit a fillable PDF or Word Document ap-
plication rather than a hand-written application for faster 
application processing. 
 
Scheduling a Campus Visit: 
Seniors and their parents may wish to schedule a campus 
visit to help make a decision about which college or univer-
sity to attend.  
 
Please schedule your visit in advance – some colleges do 
regular morning and afternoon tours, some only on certain 
days.  Some colleges offer preview days for particular ma-
jors.  Call the Admissions Office of the college you are in-
terested in and request a campus tour or you may be able 
to schedule a visit online (Mrs. Moles is available for help). 
If possible, arrange for a meeting with faculty in your in-
tended major or with coaches about a particular sport. 

To be excused from school, seniors should bring a written 
request from a parent for the college visit that states date, 
the college visiting, and time of tour and submit it in ad-
vance to the Principal’s office.  Seniors will receive a make-
up slip to let teachers know they intend to be absent. This 
allows missed classroom work to be made up before atten-
dance.  
 
Juniors and PSAT Testing: 
The PSAT-NMSQT (Preliminary SAT –National Merit Schol-
arship Qualifying Test) will be given Wednesday morning, 
October 12, at Johnson County Central High School.  Jun-
iors may choose to take the PSAT/NMSQT because it allows 
students to measure their skills in critical reading, verbal 
reasoning, writing and math problem solving, to compare 
their academic skills with those of other college-bound 
students, and to enter the National Merit Scholarship Cor-
poration programs.  Juniors will receive a guide “Official 
Student Guide to the PSAT/NMSQT.” They can then decide 
if they wish to take the PSAT and enter competition for the 
National Merit Scholarship.  
      
Juniors who wish to take the PSAT, need to register with 
Mrs. Moles by September 15 and pay the $14.00 testing 
fee. A limited number of fee waivers may be available for 
qualifying students.  Students who need special accommo-
dations or extended time testing should notify Mrs. Moles 
as soon as possible.  
      
High ability sophomore students may also take the PSAT by 
registering and paying the testing fee. Taking the PSAT dur-
ing the sophomore may help students prepare for the 
PSAT /NMSQT as juniors. Sophomores who are interested 
in taking the PSAT should also register with Mrs. Moles by 
September 15 so more tests can be ordered. 
 
Check It Out:  
The U.S. Department of Education has a website that aims 
to motivate students with inspirational stories and infor-
mation about planning, preparing and paying for college. 
Designed with students’ input and participation, 
www.college.gov was created by the U.S. Department of 
Education to be a go-to online resource for credible infor-
mation about college that also provides real life experi-
ences of peers who are already attending college. 
 
Student Records and Release of Information: 
The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) is a 
Federal law that requires Johnson County Central School, 
with certain exceptions, to obtain a parent’s written con-
sent prior to the disclosure of personally identifiable infor-
mation from a child’s education records.  However, John-
son County Central School may disclose appropriately des-
ignated “directory information” without written consent,

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unless parents have advised the District to the contrary.  
The primary purpose of directory information is to allow 
Johnson County Central School to include directory infor-
mation from a child’s education records in certain school 
publications.  Examples include: 
1. A music program showing a student’s name and grade; 
2. The annual yearbook; 
3. Honor roll or other recognition lists; 
4. Graduation programs; 
5. Sports activity sheets, such as football, volleyball, or bas-
ketball programs showing  weight and height of team mem-
bers. 
      
Directory information, which is information that is gener-
ally not considered harmful or an invasion of privacy if re-
leased, can also be disclosed to outside organizations with-
out a parent’s prior written consent.  Outside organizations 
include, but are not limited to, companies that manufac-
ture class rings or publish yearbooks.  In addition, two fed-
eral laws require local educational agencies (LEA) receiving 
assistance in the Elementary and Secondary Education Act 
of 1965 (ESEA) to provide military recruiters upon request, 
with three directory information categories – names, ad-
dresses, and telephone listings – unless parents have ad-
vised the LEA that they do not want their student’s infor-
mation disclosed without their prior written consent. 
      
If you do not want Johnson County Central School to dis-
close directory information from your child’s education 
records without your prior written consent, you must no-
tify the District in writing by September 15, 2011. Please 
direct your request to Mr. Moles or your student's building 
principal. Johnson County School has designated the fol-
lowing information as directory information: 
-Student name 
-Address 
-Telephone listing 
-Photograph 
-Grade level 
-Dates of attendance 
-Participation in officially recognized activities and sports 
-Weight and height of members of athletic teams 
-Honors and awards received 
-The most recent educational agency or institution at-
tended. 
      
Parents and students wishing Johnson County Central 
School to release additional information contained in a 
student’s education record to outside agencies need to 
present a signed, written request or complete the appro-
priate student record release form. 
 
Requesting a High School Transcript:     
Seniors or Other Current Students applying for postsecond-

ary institutions, educational programs and scholarships 
need to bring a written request from a parent to Johnson 
County Central School in order for a transcript or other 
information such as class rank, grade point average, or 
ACT/SAT score to be released.  Transcript Request Forms 
may be picked up from the guidance office. 
      
Graduates of Johnson County Central Public Schools or Elk 
Creek Schools, Nemaha Valley Schools or Tecumseh Public 
School need to submit a written request stating: a) infor-
mation to send (such as a transcript of grades), b) the year 
of graduation and/or attendance (such as graduated 2003), 
c) name and address of institution or program to receive 
requested information and finally, the printed name and 
signature of the former student making the request.  Re-
quests may be mailed to: Johnson County Central High 
School, Attn: Mrs. Shelley Moles, 358 N. 6th Street, Tecum-
seh, NE 68450, or given to Mrs. Moles in the counselor’s 
office.

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2011 NeSA Results: Johnson County Central Schools 

The Nebraska State Accountability (NeSA) Reports for reading and math are now available to the district.  

Reports were mailed to the parents of participating students in the Johnson County School district on August, 

26. Students that participated in last year’s NeSA assessments in reading and math were enrolled in the JCC 

school district during the spring of 2011 in the following grades: 3rd, 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th, and 11th.  In addition, 

students in grades 4 and 8 completed a writing assessment. Students in grade 11 participated in an on-line 

writing pilot in which no results were provided. JCC students in grades 5, 8, and 11 also participated in an on-

line science pilot with no results as well. The NeSA assessments are a statewide testing system required by 

state law for all public school systems in the state of Nebraska. 

After the 2010 NeSA reading results were released last August, Johnson County Central administration and 

staff quickly identified a need for school improvement: reading.  Although the process is ongoing, it is clear by 

the 2011 NeSA reading results that progress has been made among students. This is due to increased efforts 

by staff and students, as well.  The JCC school district made great strides in improving their reading scores.  

Below are the percentages for JCC students that met or exceeded state standards in the 2010 and 2011 testing 

for periods grades 4-8. The 2011 state average is also depicted.  

 

*No 2010 comparisons for grades 3 and 11 due to testing process.  Those students were not tested in 2010.  

 

The efforts to improve student reading success are continual at JCC. This school year the elementary and 

middle school have adopted a new reading program, “Reading Street.” Every school day elementary students 

will be engaged in a reading activity for an average of 90 minutes. Students reading levels are determined by 

baseline level testing which then allows them to work in accordance with their individual abilities.  In addition, 

the elementary is equipped with Promethean boards to make the reading process interactive and engaging for 

students.   

One of the main goals of the Johnson County School district is to create students who are lifelong learners.  In 

order to establish reading as an enduring practice, both the middle and high schools will set aside 15 minutes a 

day for all JCC students and staff to participate in pleasure reading. Reading throughout the district will be a 

continual process for students.   

In a continuing effort to best help students, the JCC school district adopted a new diagnostic testing program. 

MAP (Measures of Academic Progress) testing is a tool that measures individual student progress.  MAP testing 

is a computerized adaptive assessment that will be administered to students 3 times a year grades K-12 in 

reading, writing, math, and science. Although reading is the school improvement goal for the JCC school

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district, administration and staff persist in creating the best learning environment for all students in each 

curriculum area. MAP testing will help JCC educators work with individual students to improve learning in 

those areas. MAP testing will be conducted in addition to DIBELS in the elementary grades K-5. Both are 

ongoing student evaluation tools utilized three times a year to test individual students reading capabilities. 

These testing resources help educators to better understand each student’s academic level and provide 

teachers the power to help them excel.  

This year, Mrs. Gail Hutt will be serving as the Reading teacher for all elementary students, K-5.      Mrs. Sally 

Hutt will be assisting her with student reading instruction.  Students will work with both instructors in groups 

and on an individual basis according to their reading levels. A variety of technology tools will be incorporated 

during reading instruction to help challenge, support, and engage students in reading.  

The Johnson County Central school district is utilizing a variety of strategies to help our students thrive in the 

area of reading and all aspects of their education. It is the hope of the district to build every year on student 

success and to provide students with the tools they need to flourish and be successful.    

In addition to NeSA-Reading, the district also received scores for NeSA-Math.  All grades tested in the district 

averaged higher scores than the state averages in the categories of meets or exceeds state standards. Below 

are the percentages for JCC students and the state that met or exceeded state standards in the spring 2011 

testing period grades 3-8 and 11.  

 

These math results will serve as a baseline for the district and future testing.  

2011 NeSA writing results were available for grades 4 and 8 in April of 2011. Students did very well on this 

assessment. As a district, 83% of the 30 students tested in grade 4 met state standards and 97% of the 34 

students tested in grade 8 met the state standards. NeSA-W does not indicate exceeds state standards as 

reading and math.  

The 2011-2012 school year also brings changes to the position of assessment coordinator. Mrs. Marsha Bacon 

will return to teaching full-time in the Spanish classroom. She will be replaced by Mrs. Sally Hutt who in 

addition to helping with the reading program, will be serving as the school assessment and curriculum 

coordinator.

The Power of Play 

This year we are very excited to be offering three session of 

preschool at Johnson County Central!  Over the course of 

this school year our preschoolers will have many opportuni-

ties to see, hear, touch, and connect with their surroundings.  

It is through these sensory experiences that preschoolers 

master the basics of learning readiness.   

No child will reach his or her full potential if creativity is not 

allowed in the early years.  Curiosity, imagination, and crea-

tivity are like muscles—if you don’t use them, you lose 

them!    The majority of our preschool schedule is devoted to 

exploratory play.  Play is a preschooler’s “work”.  When 

these young children master skills and abilities through play, 

they not only develop confidence and a positive disposition 

toward learning, but they also exhibit more innovation, 

greater empathy and cooperation, better problem-solving 

strategies, and longer attention spans.   

A growing body of research shows that every competency 

important to school success is enhanced by play (Isenberg 

and Quisenberry, 2002; Singer, 2006).  Play serves to 

strengthen the synaptic connections in the brain through the 

experiences that play provides to very young children.  

Through play children demonstrate their increasing ability to 

think symbolically and their abilities to self-regulate and ex-

plain their thinking.  And it is crucial to note that these self-

regulating behaviors are more strongly associated with 

school readiness than are intelligence quotient (IQ) or entry-

level reading or math skills (Diamond, A., Barnett W. S., Tho-

mas, J., Munro, S. 2007).  Core self-regulating behaviors in-

clude inhibitory control (resisting habits, temptations, or 

distractions), working memory (mentally holding and using 

information), and cognitive flexibility (adjusting to change).  

Play is not a break from the curriculum; play is the best way 

to implement the curriculum.  Play contributes to develop-

ment of children’s attention span, concentration, impulse 

control, and group participation (Bodrova & Leong, 2003). 

Anyone is encouraged to visit our preschool classrooms to 

experience a day in the life of a preschooler.  It is sure to be 

an eventful and insightful experience.  Also, if you have a 

hobby or talent that you would like to share with our pre-

schoolers, please contact Mrs. Othmer or Mrs. Grove.
